Let’s think about this situation…..

It’s a great advertisement…it’s a social situation; everyone is celebrating and having fun.  But, this commercial doesn’t go far enough to show how people feel or respond. If we were to make this commercial again….and show people thinking about the cigarette smoke and how it is affecting them…..what would they be saying or thinking. 

What do you think…they might say to the smoker?

Give students speech bubbles…..write down what you think.

Do you think if this video used a different scenario…e.g watching the grand final match with family and friends and an uncle lit up a cigarette, what would be different? Would people feel more comfortable to say something…would they accept it? 
The dilemma… Don’t blow it!
Break the class up into groups of 4 or 5.  Pose the following problem…

It is your birthday and good family friends have been invited to help you celebrate. During the party one of the adults lights up a cigarette. 

Procedure: 
Explain to students that they will be in placed in groups of 4- 5. 

Each group member must take on the position of someone at the party that expresses a different opinion.  For example, someone who is a smoker, someone who has asthma, a person who will not tolerate smoking, your aunty who does not want her child exposed to cigarette smoke, yourself, 
Debrief the role – plays to explore how each character dealt with the problem, and whether their behaviour was successful.

Students to complete the activity sheet on page 10 of their workbook using information from the above activities. 
Extension: investigate court cases where people have sued an employer or organisation because of the effects of passive smoking.
