Ask students: 
What are the different punctuation marks that might be used at the end of a sentence?

Full stop: Signals the end of a sentence – These are used for declarative sentences (states a fact or makes a comment). 
Question mark: Signals the end of a sentence that is asking a question (Interrogative)
Exclamation mark:
Are used at the end of an exclamatory sentence that is full of strong feeling. Signals the end of a sentence that is showing a strong feeling. We can use it when we want to achieve the effect of emphasis and excitement, anger, surprise, joy, etc...Unbelievable! Ouch! I love Chris Judd! 

Prompt questions…

What is an exclamation mark? Where do we use an exclamation mark? When do we use exclamation mark? 

Ask students for their examples...

Procedure: 
Explicit Instruction.

1. When, where and why the exclamation marks should be used in this text. 

2. Discuss the structure of an exposition. Talk about the need to express feelings strongly when arguing a point of view. 

3. Demonstrate how the exclamation may play an important part in expository writing. 
Using Wetland World text...  10 min
· Give students a couple of minutes to read through the Wetland World Text. 

· Ask different students to read the text.

· Discuss the structure of an exposition...What are we doing when we are writing an exposition text. 
· Then what is missing from this text? How do we let people know that we strongly agree with this point of view? 

· Students will now add where they believe the exclamation marks belong in this exposition text. 

· Ask different students where they think the exclamation should go and justify why they think it belongs at the end of the sentence.  

· Students will work through the remainder of the Wetland World activity sheet.
