	Learning Objective:  To analyse text and support your interpretations with evidence.
	Group set up
	Materials

	This session will consist of two group…
Group 1: Mystery Monsters or real animals? 

 Have students discuss mysterious monster that they know about.
*What type of text is this? Fiction or non- fiction? 

*What are the text features that make it non -fiction? 

*Who is the author, when was it published, why has it been republished? 

Read the introductory page to the group and discuss what they think the author believes about mysterious monsters.

Discuss children’s beliefs about mysterious  monsters – are they myth or reality?

Focus group 

Three level questioning :  Text:  Inquiring  minds   

Level 1- On the Lines (Literal) 
*what is the main idea of this text?

*Which countries have had sightings of mysterious animals/ creatures?

*What were the problems faced by the evidence people produced?

*What is the common description that all witnesses stated about the Loch Ness monster?

*How did scientists explain the Yeti footprints?

*What similarity does the Loch ness monster and the Yeti share?

Level 2 – Between the Lines   (inferential)

*Can you explain why it has been difficult to establish the truth about these creatures existence?

*What do you think about the Loch ness monster?  Myth or Reality?

*How is the mermaid mystery related to the mystery of the bunyip?

*What do you think about the bunyip?

*How was the finding of the Coelacanth related back to the other mystery creatures

Level 3- Beyond the Lines (Critical) 

*Do you agree with the explanation of why people think the Bunyip exists?

*What else could scientists or explorers do to prove that these creatures do or don’t exist?

*Could the Yeti and Bigfoot be related?

Extension:

Students to create their own mysterious monster. Follow the same format as text – Name, where it has been sited, what evidence is available to show it exists, what does it look like, 

Group 1: The twelve months: 4 corners activity – refer to attachment
When you finish….silent reading. 

Four corners:
It is about when you read silently…what are you thinking, wondering and feeling as you read this story. 

Can you think of any other stories like this one….what do you think about the characters? What difficult words have you come across? Write them in your corner. 

What do you think about characters and their problems

What’s going on in your mind…I want it on paper. Then talk about it with your group.

Like a book club…what was interesting, something new, have a discussion. 

Session:

Students read text….I will read passage as well so as to model what good readers do. 

Stop and look at language used in text…what type of words are used.  It is very descriptive…how do adjectives add to a story. How important are adjectives in a narrative (story)? Make list of adjectives used in the text. Write on butcher’s paper. Students to highlight adjectives as we read text.
After reading…

Group 1 questions:
On the line:
Who are the main characters? 
What happened when the wealthy woman was informed that poor woman takes her children’s good luck with her when she leaves her home?

*How did the poor woman feed her children after the wealthy woman made her wash her hands?

*How did the poor woman feel when she put her children to bed?

*What happened after the poor woman put her children to bed?
*Why did the poor woman go deep into the forest so late at night?
Inferential:

What was the wealthy woman’s problem?
Can you explain why the poor woman’s children were happy?
What do you think about the wealthy woman and her action of making the woman wash her hands before leaving?
Why did the 12 men reward the poor woman and punish the wealthy woman?

Can you explain the role of the 12 men?  (seasons)

Beyond the lines:

Do you agree with the actions of the 12 men? Why didn’t the men give the wealthy woman a jar of coins as well? 
What do you think the message of the story is?

What else could the wealthy woman have done instead of making the poor woman wash her hands? (could have asked her…why are your children happy…what do you do?
How would you have ended this story? Can you think of an alternative?

Would you have gone searching in a dark forest for food?

What would you do to feed your starving children?

Lead a discussion: 

Today…we have soup kitchens, charities; we have more sense of community. 
Talk about your own experience…soup kitchen 
Extension: 

Describe your favourite season. What do you like to do? How do you feel? Be specific…describe a place you visit during this season/think about a specific scene…what do you like to eat during this season? Use as many sensory details as possible…smell, taste, sounds, touch etc dght, smell, taste, touch, and sound
OR
The wealthy woman had to convince the men that she was living a terrible and difficult life. Have the children write about a time they had to convince somebody of something. 

You need to include details about they had to convince, why they needed to convince them, and how they tried to convince them.
