Mystery box presented to students.  Students must use all ingredients in the mystery box when planning their menu. 

Here is what you have to do…

Procedure: 

Students will take part in the Master chef subtraction challenge.

Students will prepare a 2 or 3 course menu for 4 people. They will have a budget of $105.50. Students will need to plan a menu and go shopping using online catalogues (or catalogues). 

Link to recipes websites will also be included.

The first to plan their menu and have only 50C left (or close to) wins the master chef challenge. 

Students will need to list the menu items and ingredients.

Student’s calculations must fit the design brief (criteria) 
Students will need to ensure their calculations are visually appealing, that is – they have structure, are neat with decimals in the right place and show all working outs. There must be evidence of trading when necessary in the algorithm. 
Pulling it together:

Students to share their menus and discuss how close they got to spending their budget.
