Read Aloud:  Papa, please get the moon for me, by Eric Carle.
How many of you in the summer in the evenings go and lie down in the backyard or from your window...

Do you ever think or wonder about the stars and the moon?
Do you imagine what it must feel like to touch it?
Do you imagine sometimes flying to the moon or stars?
Have you imagined yourself as a moon or star looking down on earth?
I want to read you a story...about a girl who wanted to play with the moon and ask her papa if he could get it for her...Do you think he will be able to get her the moon?
Read...

Procedure: 
· Close your eyes....now I want you to imagine that you will have to get the moon. How will you get it? What will you do? What will you use?
· Explain to students that we will make a class book...Can we catch the moon? 
· Draw how you would get to the moon 
· When you finish drawing....write one or two sentences about what you will do if you catch the moon.  So now you have got the moon...What will you do?
· Think about...games, will he only come out at night?
