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	Learning Purpose: 
Students will understand the purpose and structure of a persuasive text. They will plan, edit and publish their work on – Is graffiti art or vandalism.

	Learning Objective: To write a persuasive text for or against an argument on topic to strongly convince their audience of their opinion. 

Engagement: 
Advise students that today their persuasive text will be assessed. They should plan their work – use graphic organiser to help them.

Provide visual stimulus – Set up a gallery walk for students to view art. 
Brainstorm with students the topic: Graffiti – Is it art or vandalism?

Discuss what is art? What does it mean to you? What do you already know about art? Think about your art lessons…what is required to produce art work (different techniques and style). What is conveyed through art? (Expression – emotions, message from artist. 

What do you consider graffiti to be? Can graffiti be considered art? See if students know of Banksy or other street artists. 
Is graffiti ever acceptable? Why? Is all graffiti vandalism?

What do you consider to be vandalism? What does the law say about graffiti? 
Procedure: 
Students to be shown visual stimulus. 

Students will then brainstorm as a whole class
Pick students that are for and against argument. Explain to students that they will be debating on this topic on Thursday, so it will be good preparation for them. 

Students will then plan and write their persuasive text. 
Early finishers will grade their text against the rubric on their Wiki. They will provide feedback on their own writing. 
Reflection: Students will share their writing with class members and rate their writing. They must be able to justify their rating.
