Procedure: 
A text will be provided for students on their Wiki. All punctuation and capital letters have been removed.

Students will copy and paste the text from their wiki and place into a word document. 

This will then be saved for correction.

Students will then take part in the correction of the text using Kung FU punctuation. There will be 6 groups. 

They will be assigned a punctuation mark and a sound.

They will need to decide when they are to be used in the text. 

The text will be written out on butcher’s paper and changed as students decide on the punctuation. 

Students will need to make their sound and KUNG FU action to go with it.
