Duration: 60 minutes


	Learning Purpose: Discuss the character and explore how language is used to present these features in different ways, with explicit focus on adjectives. 

VELS references:

	Group set up
	Materials

	Engagement: 
· Students to be seated on floor in front of IWB

Before reading the title...

Open  the inside cover and ask students to describe what images they see: 

Prompts...

· Small green garden with a small house , people moving into it

· Next door is a big house with a big fence all around it, it is all grey and brown colours, the plants are huge...looks like no one lives there or its not been looked after for a very long time

· One house is bright and colourful and the other isn’t

· One looks loved and the other isn’t etc

Can anyone predict what this story might be about? 
Great predictions- if I write the title up and show you the front cover illustration does this change any predictions- what are they now?

Procedure:
Start read aloud
When you get to the page where family sit on fence before showing them the picture read the sentence “The sun never touched the house next door”... Ask them to close their eyes and make a picture of what this sentence looks like for them.

 Discuss how a sentence with well chosen words can make the story more powerful. Continue reading...

Discuss the devices the illustrator has used...

-choice of colour

-amount of detail included

-size of characters, tables...

When Rose goes to her mum about the ball...Ask, What would you do if you were Rose?

Finish reading book do not show inside back cover- have students predict what and how will Mt Wintergarden change- if stuck ask them if the inside back cover will be the same as the inside front cover- then show them inside back and discuss changes made then ask students to turn to their partner and share their idea about what made Mr Wintergarden change?  

Character Sketch...

On IWB...put up pictures of Mr Wintergarten before/after shot...
Brainstorm with students to come up with a list of adjectives to describe the character in the book. Discuss the personalities and how they change towards the end of the story (may need to explore synonyms to extend).
Students will then sort the adjectives according to the two illustrations. This will be an independent activity. 
Students then to write descriptive sentence(s) of Mr Wintergarden ‘before and after meeting Rose. 
Pulling it together:

Students to come back to floor and as a class will share sentences describing Mr Wintergarten. The importance of illustrations and choice of words by author will also be discussed and how they can use this in their writing. 

	Whole class discussion.

Independent writing activity.
	Student worksheet with picture of Mr Wintergarten.

	Observations of students’ learning: Students predictions and inferences will be used to assess their comprehension. 

	Teacher’s Resources: IWB, Pictures of Mr Wintergarten, butchers paper, markers and text for read aloud
