Topic: Persuasive Text
Learning Area: English(writing)
	Date: 3rd May 2012
Year Level: 5/6
Duration: 60 minutes


	Learning Purpose:  Students understand the purpose and structure of a persuasive text. They plan, draft, edit and publish their own persuasive text around the topic – Should fast food outlets be banned from selling fries?
VELS references:
 At 3.75, the work of a student progressing towards the standard at Level 4 demonstrates, for example:

· use of structures and features appropriate to purpose and audience of print and electronic texts 

· appropriate use of topic sentences and organisation of main and subordinate ideas
· selection of vocabulary, text structures and visual features to effectively communicate ideas and information 


	
	Group set up
	Materials

	Engagement: 
Student to be presented with visual stimulus – McDonalds Advertisement – Salad or fries to begin discussion. 
Key questions:

What is in this image?

Why do you think McDonalds is advertising an alternative – swap your fries with a salad?

Do you think the salad or fries campaign will work?

Will people swap their fries for salad or should fast food outlets be banned from selling French fries?

Topic: 
Should French fries be banned from fast food outlets?

Procedure: 
Group brainstorm:  

Put students into groups to brainstorm ideas for/against the argument. (10 minutes)

On butchers paper, students are to have at least 

3 different arguments to present. 
Prompts for Agree:
-increasing rate of obesity 
-other health risks such as heart disease, diabetes

-some people cannot make healthy food choices and need help to so. By getting rid of French fries, there is less temptation.

-bad fats and bad carbohydrates (high GI- doesn’t fill you up, so you are hungrier)

-it should be a sometimes food, but some people eat it all the time- it’s an everyday food. 

Prompts for Disagree: prompts only if required.
-What will happen to the potato farmers?

-People should be responsible for themselves – if they can’t make a good food choice, that’s bad luck for them.
-If I have a healthy lifestyle, I should be able to spoil myself as a reward.

-Reduce the size and sell small serve only

-Offer an alternative – sweet potato/not fried. 

Now that we have got some ideas…let’s just go through the structure and language features of an exposition. 

How do we set out an exposition text?

-Statement of position – preview important arguments, 

Engage the reader’s attention. 

-Argument 1, 2, 3. Each argument should be supported by your opinion or evidence or examples.

- Arrange points in order of strength or persuasiveness

-Conclusion – closing statement – sum up the main arguments – include a request or action to be taken by the reader. 

Students will then work individually to develop their text.
Discussion for persuasive text:

Key words/language:

Thinking and feeling words – to convey the emotion of the topic and the writer’s point of view – I believe, my opinion, I think, I  feel,  I know, I trust and I  hope.

Emotive words – dangerous, natural, healthy, fresh, obesity, enormous concern, overweight, frightening increase, poor dietary hazards.

Connectives – have the job of joining two ideas in once sentence – fast food is good for you and it’s delicious.
e.g and, therefore, however, but, then 

E.G French Fries have earned a bad reputation, however it has not stopped me enjoying them. 

Conjunctions – A conjunction joins two parts of a sentence e.g and, but , so, when, because, since, now 

E.G Fast food should be banned because it causes people to gain weight. 

E.G Fast food should be banned since it has been linked to type 2 diabetes?

Conjunctions have the job of joining two ideas in one sentence whereas the other connectives join the ideas in one sentence to the ideas in a previous sentence or paragraph.
Pulling it together:

Students to share their persuasive text on the topic. 

	Whole group discussion
	Writing books
laptops


	Observations of students’ learning: Students contribution to the brainstorm on persuasive text along with topic discussion will provide evidence of learning. Students writing will also provide evidence – are they planning, using the structure of persuasive text, using language features etc. 


	Teacher’s Resources: Visual stimulus – McDonalds Advertisement, fried food poster, laptop, templates for persuasive text. 


	Catering for inclusion: A persuasive text template will provided to students who require assistance with the structure of text. Various visual stimuli will also be presented to promote students discussion. The guided discussion will provide students who struggle with ideas to support their writing. 
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
