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	Learning Purpose: 
The purpose of this lesson is for students to write a short narrative using an illustration as a stimulus for their writing.

	Engagement:  
Search through your bag...wait a minute...what’s this? This isn’t my book...How did it get into my bag? Strange...look at it...it’s from the library, but I didn’t borrow it? Did someone put this in my bag? 

The mysteries of Harris Burdick....what do you think this is about? Do you think we have to work out the mystery? And, who wants as to work out this mystery...why do they want us to work out this mystery...what will happen when we work out this mystery....Most importantly....who is Harris Burdick?

Look through....I don’t know if you are ready for this?

Read the introduction...

Why do you think he never came back?

Maybe he thought it was time for children to be the storytellers and so he did these illustrations to get you started...to get our imagination running.

So...today, we are going to look at just one of the illustrations. 

Procedure: 
· Students to be seated in front of IWB
· Explain to students that they will be discussing with others on their table the illustration. 

· They will need to think about what the next sentence may be after...It was the perfect lift off. 

Brainstorm...

· Discuss with students....pretend you were standing there...what do you feel, think, wonder and imagine.

Beginning:

· Who is in the house?
· Who built the house?
· What happened before lift off?

· When did they arrive?

· How long have they lived in this house?

· Where is the house going?

Middle:

· How did the house become a spaceship?

· Why did they house take off? 
· Why did the lift off happen at night?

· Why was there only one light on?

End:

· Where does the house land next? Another state, country, or another planet?

Students will be given 3 minutes to discuss with their team members. 

· Students will then share their ideas. 

· Students will write their sentence in their workbook.

· Students will then be given a further 3 minutes to decide what will happen next in their story.

· Students will again share their ideas and write their own response. 

· Students will then be asked to write 
· Students to go back to their tables
· The number of step will vary with each lesson

Pulling it together:

Students will share their writing…feedback from their peers will be encouraged…What’s good, What didn’t work etc…

	Students will be working in groups and writing independently.
