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	Learning Purpose: 
This activity focuses on the actions and results of transforming shapes
Carry out and predict what happens when a shape is flipped, turned or slid.

Procedure:
Whole class activity: (Model)
- Students to fold their paper into half and half again.

- Cut out shapes that are on their desk

- - Model on board

- First shape- arrow head. Draw it on board

- First.....slide it down page          
- Next.....flip it (bottom to top)

- Next ....turn shape by ¼ turn
Finally...what do we need to do to get it back to original position?

Second shape – circle...Draw it on board. Pick students to come at and move shapes. 
First...Flip it top to bottom

Next...Turn it by ½ 
Slide up to the top square

Finally...how do we get it back to original position?

They will need to write down what they needed to do to each piece to get final picture. 
Students to continue on with these steps with the remaining shapes provided to them

Activity 65 – Flip, Slide, Turn

- In the box draw a shape. 
- Make it interesting by colouring it.

- Use your shape to make patterns by flipping it, sliding it and turning it.
